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Foreword


This book is not a ‘How-To’ or a step-by-step method. It is a finger pointing at the moon1, to light a flame and is more a collection of observations and thoughts for thinkers to cogitate and either accept or dismiss. I hope the seeds in this book fall on fertile ground.


There are two parts to this ebook: the first part concerns things wrong with world society as I see them; the second part is a suggestion for putting all the problems right without recourse to anger, violence or even more authoritarian control.


I should also mention that this ebook could upset some people who might feel moved to attack it. All I ask is that they read the book through, with attention, and see the whole before they voice their concerns. I am open to well-considered communication about what I see as the truth.


No intelligent person aware of the present world situation – the societies that make up the countries, the states - can deny that humanity is diseased. In fact, humanity is sick. There is: increasing pollution of the air, seas and land; continuing and growing economic catastrophes with many people losing their savings, pensions and homes while the few grow rich; growing belligerence from the military who appear to manipulate or control governments; a few rich families own most of the money and control the finances of countries and governments and thus control the destiny of the masses of people on this planet; growing control over the population with ever-increasing laws; the despair of the people shown by the rising amount of narcotics taken to allay the horror of present day life – the list is endless for those who take the time and see and none of it is good for the masses of people of this planet.


This book is for those who see and also those who suspect that all is not well with us. Seeing the reality – the problem – is half-way to solving the problem but, at the moment, few see clearly. This book will point the finger for those who care.


We are at a cusp. We either stop the rot now while there is still a chance or as a race of mainly free human-beings we go under and become slaves to the minority who are doing the enslaving little by little by little. Nowhere on the Earth today is humankind free. This regrettable and terminal condition can be halted and we can all be free if we stop for a moment and change. The solution is in your hands, in your minds and in your hearts. See it. Feel it. Hold it.


There are some well informed writers who suggest an immediate form of mass action to change our world society. I do not think that this will work – initially at least. As George Monbiot (an extremely well-informed writer, a keen observer of politics and a writer I admire) states:


“If you believe … that we all just love each other more, there’ll be a transformation of consciousness and no one will ever oppress other people again, then I am wasting your time, and so are you.”

I believe that we have to start at the root of the problem – every caring, thinking man and woman in our world society. We are, after all, the elements of society. If we fail to ‘get right’ the elements of society then how can we expect to cure the ills of society and transform it into a saner, more equal, sharing and healthy society? We, the people of the world society, are the root of the problem but we can all put this right.


What George Monbiot states is not at odds with what I am saying. We both see the evils of our society and point these out. However, I am pointing out where we must really start and that is to get everything right with ourselves first, each one of us, before we even consider any collective, group, social action.


I am suggesting, in this book, that if you simply know yourself better, you see things happening in the world clearly, you think and reason for yourself and do not blindly accept what the media and those ‘who know’ are telling you is ‘the truth’, that you discard all of your conditioning which is holding you back, then you will see the problems clearly, as they really are, and, as I mention above, seeing the problems clearly is half-way to solving the terrible problems that face everyone of us today. Then, if enough clear-sighted human beings get together, they will be much better prepared for the challenges ahead. In other words, we can change our consciousness, we have to transform our consciousness and that is the point of this book.

For instance, when I state that a group of people are behaving in a corrupt way I mean that they are addressing a problem by breaking it up into small sections or pieces and therefore have introduced a different view to the one which they would have reached if they had looked at the problem as a whole as is natural in our world. As an example, a group of politicians might introduce a law to stop young people congregating on the streets instead of looking at the whole problem and asking, ‘Why do young people congregate on the streets?’ and work through the problem from there. The politicians have corrupted the problem and broken the whole or holistic perspective into fragments, forgetting that they have broken it into fragments. It should become clear as you progress through this ebook. Some of the endnotes might help.

What is Wrong with Us?


The clear and present danger


Why this book is necessary


Technology has developed rapidly over the last few generations – communication, computers, vehicles, air flight, medical and the ability to oppress and kill thousands if not millions of people at the press of a remote button 
or more simply the threat of withdrawal of essential services such as food or medication to less developed countries than the powerful one’s offering ‘help’.


Many of us in the so-called ‘Western’ world rely so much on technology that we fail to see also that we live in a technological trap. We rely on electricity for heat power and light, public transport to get to work, electronic communication to keep in touch with current events and most of us appear to blindly accept the problems that a sudden lack of electrical power could produce or, in truth, most of us don’t think about it. There are natural disasters and there are engineered disaster; Tsunamis and the destruction of the World Trade building in New York have different causes but both are equally dangerous to the people of this world. However, the engineered disasters are more corrosive to a free society. Natural disasters pull people together, engineered disasters pull people apart – this is why they are engineered.


It is our amazing ability to not think about events that can cause most if not all of our problems, Of course, we are all busy most of the time and this stops us thinking but have you ever stopped and wondered why we are all so busy most of the time?


We rely on others with ‘authority’ to provide us with education, health, banking, housing, national safety, food, etc.. We accept that what ‘they’, the people in control of us and with the power, tell us is good for us and in our interests. A cursory look will show us that none of this is for our good and what they tell us is neither factual not true.


Our education does not help us to think and see clearly; it educates us to fit into society and be a useful member of that society and not to ask questions. 


The conglomerate known as the banking ‘institution’ has caused so many problems for people and seems to be engineered to make a few people extremely rich at the expense of the masses of humanity who use it – or it is to keep people under control using fear and debt as a ‘biological’ weapon?


The present health service is now constantly riddled with problems and seems to be more of a clearing house or shop front for the sale of expensive pharmaceuticals rather than a facilitator of real health and healing. 


Housing is a basic human need and yet there is always a shortage of affordable housing in the so-called ‘developed’ countries. A shortage of a commodity always raises prices. It appears that the housing market is engineered for maximizing profit for the few at the expense of the masses and also to maintain their crippling debt.


National safety should be about the safety of the people who the ‘elected’ government are supposed to represent - if there are no people there is no society and no nation - but as recent events have shown the wishes of the people are disregarded by those with power and ulterior motives. In 2003 the  president of the USA and the prime minister of the UK ignored the wishes of the majority of normal, intelligent and caring people who make up society and invaded a country illegally to protect their nations’ commercial interests in oil and keeping a political boot in the middle east.


So even a cursory glance at the society in which we live should show us that something is not right in spite of the fact that we have had generations of governmental control by countless politicians.


What is wrong with us – and why? There are three basic reasons.


1 Belief is - beyond belief


The mass belief in outmoded ideas that are no longer suitable for today’s crowded and complex world and could kill us all.


Most of us believe – either actively or passively - that what we are told by the people with power over us - the financial institutions including the banking systems, politicians, economists, educators, the military, the church - is ‘the truth’.


The financial institutions control the banks who print money that causes us so many problems and also to make themselves rich at our expense.


The politicians change things around to suit their own personal aims, involving the banks and the mass media, and make things worse for us with their combined greed and stupidity.


The education system educates our young to fit into the society that organizes the educational system but it does not help the students to think for themselves and see what is actually happening to them in this corrupt and corrupting system.


The military are used more and more to control the people - especially people who step out of line of the accepted behavior of the people who make up society - with more and more power (Vietnam, Iraq, the suppression of peaceful meetings by people to express their dissatisfaction with how the rich and powerful run their countries (Wall street, London, etc.) 


When the world was a safer place – when men had to go out and fight each other face to face with swords - this wasn’t quite such a problem but today the military can fly drones inside a remote country and kill countless people without getting blood on their hands and the military technology exists to kill millions from the comfort of an office in a remote country by pressing a button. We all know this and if that does not make you feel uncomfortable then you have no compassion, no humanity. This deadly state produces fear in everyone. Fear is the biggest cancer; it kills people.


Why do we believe what people with authority tell us? We have accepted without question the words of people with authority for generations. How did this happen to us; why don’t we think any more or ask questions?


Most of us in the ‘western world’ - Europe, Americas, Canada, Australasia -  have practiced organized religion which is mainly accepting a belief system without any thought whatsoever. In fact, the more people think about organized religious belief systems the more they realize how baseless and pointless they are, so thinking and thought about religious belief systems has been, and still is, actively discouraged although the public burning of these ‘heretics’ no longer happens. The organized belief system that has preached love, compassion fellowship, etc., for at least 2000 years no longer burns people alive for thinking for themselves. This is progress but 2000 years of blind belief goes a long way in helping to understand why many people refuse to think for themselves. 2000 years of violent suppression of free thought takes a lot of breeding out of the people. The conditioned habit of fear is long lasting. Our conditioning is long lasting.


Thousands of years before the Christian church started and organized things for itself, when people first became aware of themselves and their environment they realized and celebrated the importance of peoples’ relationship with the earth. Parts 
of this celebration can be seen in the cave paintings in the Dordogne region of France which are said to be 40,000 years old but this delicate relationship of balance with nature and an appreciation of the natural world and the importance of both men and women in it was corrupted by the church for the church2. Humanity’s intimate and close relationship with the home that supported it was organized by those who pretended to ‘know the truth’ for their own ends.


2 Technology on steroids, intelligence on empty


The increasing growth in technology with little growth in the psychology of the masses of people, produces an unbalanced and potentially dangerous mixture prone to high-level abuse.


We are living in a technological world and this is the two-edged sword that will either help us or destroy us and we, every one of us, are the only beings who can make the choice.


If we keep ignoring what is happening around us - as most people do (the rabbit people who just eat, sleep and make more unthinking, myopic rabbits for the psychological slaughter-house – and often the physical slaughter-house of wars) then the future of the masses of humanity – the peoples’ future, our future, looks bleak. We have a choice to terminate this appalling situation that we have allowed ourselves to sleep-walk into. It is to wake up from our sleep of induced stupidity and stop what is happening to us and our world before it is too late to do anything to about it.


The truth is that most of us behave stupidly, without intelligence, and allow the situation to get worse. We are not born stupid; we are stupid by choice. Only a very small number - around 5% - of the population of the ‘western world’ - bother themselves with this nightmarish scenario that is becoming a fact. My observations over the last 25 years or so show that this small number is growing but at an alarmingly slow rate. Soon it will be too late to stop the Sisyphusian ball of control and hatred for the masses of humanity rolling us all down the hill forever where our children will wallow like chained dinosaurs looking up at the oligarchy that throws them the occasional lump of putrid meat.


We have the technology but not the psychological development or strength or power of perception to control its use for the benefit of the people and the Earth. Instead, we passively allow technology to be used mainly to destroy people and large areas of the planet. Because of our advanced passivity or lethargy, this ever-advancing technology is being used by a small but powerful group with massive resources, both financially and politically. However, this group also has a complete and utter disregard for 
ethics, morals or even common empathy in its plan to control the masses of people; you, me and our children.


3 The power of the few over the masses of people


The consolidation of power of a group of rich, powerful and unethical people in a global, world-wide arena capable of changing the actions of nations at the expense of the masses of people and also the planet is untenable, immoral and simply stupid.


The events of the last several decades show many examples of the power lust of a small but powerful group of people. Did Pearl Harbor happen by accident or by design to provoke another country into war? Were the Twin Towers of the World Trade Center in New York destroyed by foreign aggression or by insider design to provoke another ‘just’ war against so called ‘terrorists’ involving an oil-rich area? Everything political is based on money. People are small 
change, which brings us to the most pernicious, ubiquitous evil of our time.


Money – the root of all evil


Anyone who knows something of the horrors of the so-called ‘Russian Revolution’ in which the largest country in the world - excepting the USA - was reduced to chaos and hell will know that Lenin, Trotsky and their followers could not have caused so much havoc, so much destruction and so much pointless and merciless killing of men, women and children if neither of them had had access to huge amounts of money. This was all provided, along with forged documents and safe passages, by banks with access to enormous amounts of money. It is a fact that most, if not all, of the major evil acts in the world can only happen if money is there to fund them. All the wars in the world need money for armaments; the ‘military machine’ is expensive to build and expensive to maintain. The killing, maiming, rape and plundering of the cities, towns villages and people is evil. It is so obvious that money is the root of all evil - as the song went - that we cannot see this simple, plain fact any more. 
Familiarity 
breeds myopia. We need to see the connection between global money and all the destabilization, corruption and killing that goes on in the world; see this connection and follow the road of skulls leading down to its secretive and shadowy owners.


When a rich and powerful nation loses all its competitors and starts to police the world who is there left to police the ‘police’? It is apparent that this nation is capable of and has been accused of destabilizing smaller countries to gain more power. This is not something new that is happening but intelligent people might ask, ‘Is this behavior right?’ It might be right for the powerful controllers of the nation but it is certainly not right for the people – either in the destabilized country or for people living in similar small countries who become afraid of the threats from the policing nation. Again, fear is a major killer, not simply of people but their free thoughts and real freedom. Fear is a killer of life and the desire for life. This abuse of global money makes political fear possible.


There are patterns of world-wide events that point to a common source with a common aim which involves control of the masses of humanity to support the aims of the few who will posses absolute power over us – if we do not act to prevent them. There is no point repeating the research of many people – there is enough done already3. There is enough smoke to point to a large and destructive fire – if we care to look and if we see it.


The main point is: What can we all do about this?


First: we can either carry on and do nothing because ‘we’ll all be dead by the time it happens’; over 95% of people will take this route.


Second: we can join protest groups and do something. A small percentage of people are doing this but what will it change? Has mass protest ever really changed anything? It might in a limited and indirect way. A recent major event – the latest engineered so-called ‘credit squeeze’ - caused by the financial institutions and the banks and supported by default by the governments, that affect millions of people is now publicized on social media sites on the internet so, at the moment, more and more people are aware of what is happening and as it happens. At the moment, we have the internet to share experiences and observations but for how long? The American government is already making laws to force ISPs to close down services and websites it does not find helpful to its aims4.


Third: we can behave intelligently and prevent it happening.


How we, the people of this world, can be intelligent and stop the corruption at minimal cost, easily, safely, legally and peacefully - is the topic of this book.

The Present: and why it is so


What you are thinking now becomes reality tomorrow


We allow things to happen


We are conditioned to allow things to happen by default. We are mainly passive, like sheep: watching, accepting and believing what we are told and what we see – if we really see anything. We are the walking dead, living in a dream world of half-seen fantasies unaware of the reality around us. (The dream fantasy is encouraged by our watching television and film. If we watch television and films too much the line between fact and fiction becomes confused.)


We passively believe the mainly mindless and propagandist mass media such as television, which is controlled by governments for the governments. We believe what we read in the printed mass media which is controlled by a few media oligarchs who want to control what the masses of people think for their own ends (mainly to influence the governments). The majority of us accept all this without doubt or questioning.


We passively believe what the politicians ‘that we elect’ in so-called ‘democracies’, tell us is ‘right’ for us when in fact much of it is only right for government, politicians and the people who influence government for their own ends such as people who own and control the mass media, the financial manipulators who want the cream from the banking hierarchy and also to keep us all in castrating debt – too frightened to step out of line or rock the boat for fear of losing our jobs and being unable to meet our debts -  mortgages or loan interest payments.


We blindly accept the state-controlled education system that stops us thinking for ourselves and which adds to the conditioning overload that we already carry from our parents, our peer groups and our social and political environment. We are not educated; we are conditioned to fit into an already corrupt5 society that puts little or no value on the person. The centralized state is everything. Very few, if any, people come out of education with the confidence and facility to think clearly and see what is happening around them – objectively, really, intelligently. Most of us cannot think for ourselves. Most of us 
cannot see anything clearly and neither do most of us act with intelligence.


We unquestioningly accept the work ethic and keep working to produce,  huge profits for the few and just enough money to live on and pay the debts most of us have and at the same time being so busy that we cannot think for ourselves. We unquestioningly accept the constant pressure to perform and get ourselves into enormous debt (owing imaginary money to the banking system) with mortgages, over-drafts, loans which castrate everyone, removing any power to act intelligently for fear of not being able to meet the payments. In short, we behave unintelligently, act from fear and in desperation, believe the Christian or any belief system that offers the dream of a good life in the unattainable future. Either that or we turn to drink and drugs and let others do our thinking for us, ending up believing that it is all right to keep up with peer groups, practice greed, behave stupidly, close our eyes, follow the herd, etc., etc., etc.. There is a simple, bad reason for this.


The majority of people are kept in a child-like state, by the state, using television, constant trivial entertainment, trivial and violent films, violent games for the young (what an awful way for adults to treat their own young – people who do this must be sick) the intentional dumbing down of the masses of people, etc., simply because ‘children’ (child-like people) are more easily controlled than people who think. This is nothing new; around 2200 years ago someone wrote:


‘The sage in his attempt to distract the mind of the empire seeks urgently to muddle it. The people all have something to occupy their eyes and ears and the sage treats them like children.’


 - Lao Tzu Tao Te Ching, p. xxxii.


The translator, D C Lau, goes on, ‘The aim of the sage is to keep the people in a childlike state where there is no knowledge and so no desire beyond the immediate objects of the senses.’ This is pertinent to the appalling situation today in the UK, America and most of the so-called ‘developed world’. Can it get any worse? It will if we do not stop behaving like uneducated, immature,  passive children and start acting like intelligent, active adults.


Because of our passivity, our lack of thought, our unquestioning acceptance of what we are told we have become so unbalanced, obsessive, controlled and behave so stupidly (even though we are all intelligent beings) that when a few sane people step out of the present system and take a long perspective view of society it appears as it is: a nightmarish asylum full of frightened, frantic people rushing around in pointless circles getting nowhere. It is nearly unbelievable if the proof is not everywhere to be seen by the few who really look.


The major reason for our passivity and our blind, unquestioning acceptance of all of these things ‘in good faith’ is our long-established, conditioning – the unquestioning acceptance of organised religion. 


‘Nothing is so firmly believed as that which least is known.’


 - Michel de Montaigne, Essais.


We are made fearful by those with power and fear is destructive so we grasp for relief and find it in the straw of organized religious belief. There is absolutely nothing wrong with being a religious person in the old, correct meaning of the word (‘religion’ means ‘to reconnect’) but the blind acceptance of the unprovable words of a few people ‘who know’ is not helpful to right, intelligent living. It is stupidity to trust anyone who claims to know the truth – politicians, media controllers, the military, educators, gurus or priests. Each person has to find the truth for himself. Faith, belief, 
blind trust, unquestioning acceptance undermines right-living and is a method of control used by the powerful to manipulate the ‘powerless’ and we are only powerless because we have chosen to be powerless. We live in a master/slave relationship but this relationship can be broken by choosing to be a slave no longer and using our innate intelligence.


Mass protest changes very little. The ‘Not in my name’ Antiwar Coalition protest about the invasion of Iraq, the recent protests about financial, corporate greed in many parts of the world; these have changed little if anything. Most protest groups fail because society cannot be changed from the top down - except by force and coercion and constant pressure6 - as most of the political groups know – the well-known and the less well-known. It is wasteful of money and energy and we all pay for it. However, we all might have an abundance of energy for a while in our productive years but do we want to be paying for the constant political pressure all of our lives?


Centralized government knows much about force, coercion, constant pressure. After all, they have been in the game of politics – control of the masses of people – for decades if not hundreds of years. We, the people who make up the masses, are only recently waking up to see the prison walls we have allowed to be built around us and these very real walls are growing bigger, higher and stronger every year7. It is important that we see this now and act before it is too late. Before we become incapable of acting clearly and with intelligence.


Thought, ideas, idealism, ideologues


Idealists have ideas - plays in their heads - then want others to act them out for them. This is nearly all right if the idealist doesn’t have power but if he does then many people could be hurt, maimed or killed. Lenin, Trotsky, Stalin, Hitler, Mao Tse Tung et al killed millions in their idealogical plays. The development of the atomic bomb by the american government proved that modern technology can wipe out whole cities of people in a microsecond and then kill thousands more men, women and children slowly, painfully, horribly, pointlessly and also traumatize millions more. Ideologues are mass murderers but they would not be if none of us followed them.


The inner violence in mankind produces the outer violence of wars, ethnic cleansing, racism, boundaries, division, greed, torture, the rape and pillage of the land.


More recent petty idealists with an uncontrollable lust for oil, power and control and with little thought for humanity have killed and destroyed countless thousands of human beings and destroyed much of the hard-earned freedom that we all once had and that millions died fighting to preserve in two ‘world wars’. We follow idealists at our peril and with shame.


Centralization


Centralization is one of the strengtheners of the prison walls. It is obvious if people look but most do not see it. However, a few people could change the growing centralization of control if they see the problem clearly and act. Centralization is sneaking in through the back door where we cannot or refuse to see it. It is aided by propaganda, coercion, lies and deceit. Central government use ‘economic factors’ as a reason for creeping centralization but as 
everyone who has suffered the effects of centralized control really knows and actually experiences, centralization causes more problems for people than it solves. It does, however, make control of the masses of people so much easier and effective by the people with power. We, the  people - the individual elements - of this society, lose all control at local level and are ruled by people far away and out of touch with local conditions. Money is taken from the local region to feed the centralized monster as it grows like a social cancer – a disease of the spirit of humanity.


That is, mainly and generally, the situation that we, the masses of humanity, are in and it can only get worse if we sit back and simply allow it to happen. If you are satisfied with this situation then you need read no further. For those of us who want a better world for ourselves and our children - the generations to come - and to halt the spoliation of our Earth and the pollution of our once-beautiful planet then read on. There is light in the darkness.


Self and the Inner warrior


Every man, woman and child has the spark of humanity within them and a part of this spark can be called the ‘Inner Warrior8’. In some circles it is called the swordless Samurai, one who ‘fights his battles without recourse to the sword – leading from the rear as the Tao puts it, etc.. It is the part of people which protects us from harm (discussed in more detail later) and we all have it. We need it to survive as people and as a society. It is precious. However, this inner warrior can become diseased, destructive and aggressive.


We see this cancerous inner warrior defect throughout history in people like Hitler, Stalin, Pol Pot and the others in the Khemer Rouge who collectively killed millions of people. We see it more recently in diseased people like Saddam Hussein, Muammar Gaddafi, the troops who abused prisoners of war in places like the Abu Ghraib prison in Iraq and the Guantánamo Bay prison camp in Cuba. All this was organized by the american military and government headed by the President of the USA and aided by the prime minster of the UK among others, and with many more heartless9 people with power supporting them. This happened even though countless normal people - people without power - in many countries around the world said that the war was unjust, immoral, unethical and probably illegal and should not happen.


The war for power went ahead not only because of the financial and power-lust of the few but also because of our mistaken view that the few with power would listen to we, the people who pay them to look after our interests, when they simply look after themselves and their masters who really control all the money, the banks and the governments10. All these people involved could be said to have inner warriors that are diseased, cancerous and out of control. They are touched by evil and these are the ones that most people know about11. There are countless people in power who have 
diseased and cancerous inner warriors.


Inner warriors confront the evil at our boundaries face to face, human-being to human-being and so each person sees how the other reacts – the threatener and the threatened. There is humanity still in this one-to-one conflict and humanity can arrive at a result that does not destroy one or both but consider the abomination of drones – armed, radio-controlled, military aircraft – used by so called ‘super-powers’ to kill people in a far distant country from a remote power center. Any human being who thinks that this is acceptable has a dead inner warrior or one that is diseased, cancerous and that has eaten the heart out of that person remote from the killing. They have forsaken their humanity and are already logical, mindless and heartless
robots12.


In a way, we are all to blame, by default, for allowing all this horror to happen no matter how difficult it might seem to do anything about events like these that are the continuing, dark shadow of humanity. The true horror is that this shadow gets bigger and stronger every month and most people do not or refuse to see it. What is wrong with us to let this appalling behavior happen to our fellow human beings; are we heartless? To say that we behave worse than animals is an insult to animals.


A suggestion to end this appalling behavior of certain members of humanity is made later in the book. This is the reason for this book – for the people who have suffered, for the people who are suffering, for the people, included you, me, our children who will suffer if we do little or nothing to stop it now.

Political Control of We the People


You are only a slave if you allow yourself to be a slave


The present situation


Borders, division


Borders (boundaries) are constantly being erected to prevent ordinary people from moving around in this world society. It is becoming more difficult to travel with so many restrictions to what we can take with us, bring back with us, the insanity, the intimidation and the time wasted of electronic and actual searches at customs which produce feelings of being treated like a criminal (more conditioning – if we are treated like criminals then in our minds we become criminal) by the state police. It is obvious from their actions that political states do not want the mass of people to be free and communicate. The political states want unthinking sheep and control.


This is a restriction on personal freedom and ‘the rights of humanity’ to travel freely without let or hindrance. Since the destruction of the towers of the World Trade Center in America the rights of we people, generally, in many countries have been severely curtailed. Maybe the destruction was engineered as suggested13 to produce this restriction? This is not the book to explore this – there are many books already written on this subject.


Because we have not been attending to things that have been happening to us on the large scale, in the wider area (and have been mainly focused on seeing our own back-yards, our own limited sphere of existence) and we have been accepting what those with power have been telling us for hundreds of years without question, we are all now controlled by groups with power over us whether we have ‘freely elected’ them in so-called ‘democracies’ (another name for rule by the elite) or they have grown and multiplied as cancers do or they are ‘secret’ groups operating behind the scenes pulling the strings, beyond the sight of most people who are blissfully unaware of their existence. These power-possessors, that we all finance14, attempt to control our language so that we 
cannot criticize them, they decide 
how to divide,  control, conquer us and they are now attempting to limit our freedom of communication with each other in different parts of our world so that we cannot connect the fragmented parts of information and see, wholly, what is really happening to us – how our freedoms are being curtailed year after year after year. They are killing the geese that lay their golden eggs.


Borders create divisions, fragmentation and conflict; Jew - Arab, East - West, black - white, rich - poor, politician – human(e)-being. We are all people. We must be allowed  to travel freely, meet and communicate with people from different countries so that we can truly become one society. We need to remove the boundaries, the borders which divide us really, metaphorically, and metaphysically and become one people again.


Language abuse


Language is used by people to communicate their thoughts and ideas; language changes over time to suit changing situations and people change it as their social environment changes. Language is essential to our right communication and by ‘right communication’ I mean communication that enhances life for the people.


However, language can be used to control people. If words are removed from language then people cannot talk about certain things. Orwell and others15 knew this and wrote about it as well as linguists – especially Noam Chomsky. We need to be aware of this use and abuse of language. For example consider now ubiquitous word, ‘terrorist’. A denotative meaning of ‘terrorist’ could be,


‘A person, usually a member of a group, who uses or advocates acts using violence that cause terror (fear) in people, to gain a political advantage of or intimidate a political group (usually much larger than the terrorist group and often in control of a country or state).’


However, the connotative meaning can also mean something like,


‘A powerful state government which uses or advocates acts using violence that causes 
terror (fear) in the people, to gain a political advantage of or intimidate a political group (usually much smaller than the terrorist group in control of a country or state).’


It depends on a person’s perspective and yet we rarely see a powerful, bellicose government or state that intimidates another to gain power over it described as a terrorist group (but they always have ‘God’ on their side).


George Orwell in his book, 1984, called the new language ‘newspeak’ where  words are removed from language thereby making it difficult if not impossible for the characters to say what they think – especially anything against the controlling state. The reduction of available vocabulary reduces the scope and range of our communication. If words are removed to leave only words of opposition leaving words like ‘for’ and ‘against’ then we have only two choices, with no shades of thought between them as in, ‘You’re either for us or against us.’ as the chosen and elected leader of the United States of America infamously declared - after the mysterious destruction of the Twin Towers - and in just a few words removed from we, the listening people, the freedom to choose. Statements like this put forward the untruth that there is nothing in between - no shades of thought and no thought. 


There appears to be a connection between this political abuse of language and the fairly recent development of a ‘Politically Correct’ (PC) language16 where certain words become taboo and therefore we cannot discuss the things that these vanished words signal or represent although, at the moment, PC language seems to be trivial, the future for a PC form of language looks the opposite of white. We need to be aware. The structure of a language affects the ways in which the speakers conceptualize their world, their world view17. In other words, if words are removed from 
our language how can we talk about things like choice, freedom, 
humanity, control? 


The malevolent use of the so-called ‘Neuro-Linguistic Programming’ (if a human being is programmed surely he or she becomes robotic?) courses and programs to change people’s behavior through their language use (and abuse) pose similar threats. 


The PC language constraints come from the top not the grass roots of society and is therefore suspect in that it can be used by those with power to control the thoughts and speech of those of us ‘without’ power. We must be aware of this and see the actuality in language use. Of course, our language needs changing to suit our changing awareness – terms of racial and sexual abuse should become obsolete but this has to be done by right education, by consensus of the people and not by political decree from above involving only the few ‘who know’ and who actually do not know.


Decentralization


Why do we accept tyrannical behavior from people with power? They, in their towered remotenesses, make laws that affect people many miles away, in different regions. They have no real connection with the regions they govern except through power. There is a burning need for the decentralization of control so that people feel again that they are a living part of their own community and not just a computed number in a voting register. There is a need for more regional control of areas of countries by people who are actually living, working and bringing up children in that region. To do this well it is vitally important that we people have functional and balanced inner warriors and can see clearly and act with intelligence. This does not mean putting up political boundaries to separate people. Borders are a division and divisions produces conflict. This is what politicians do – divide and conquer and it is happening all the time.


Countries are changing into smaller countries. Czechoslovakia fragmented into the Czech republic and Slovakia in 1993, each with its own government. From one perspective this fragmentation is fine; small countries, regions should have more control over local issues. Local people know what is required in a particular area much better than a centralized government ever will. E F Schumacher argued that small is beautiful and that there is a ‘natural’ size for a city and a state18.


Unfortunately, at the moment, there is a dark side to this fragmentation that requires attention now. If a country fragments into regions how do the small regions protect themselves from aggression by larger nation states? If the aggression is physical then a small region cannot afford the military weapons of war needed at the present moment and to put a region at risk in the present military and bellicose world society would be foolish. The inner warrior of regions could not resist aggression from a large country with a bellicose inner warrior. The aggression does not have to be physical; it could be political and ideological and based on power and commerce – the forced absorption of regions into a huge megastate? ‘Divide and conquer’ oils the machinery of aggression.


Presently, small regions without adequate defense will not have the power to resist major centralization into states such as the growing State of Europe or the growing State of the Americas with a remote, centralized bureaucracy, a remote, centralized police-force and a ‘remote until it is needed’ centralized army. Changing countries into regions removes the power so that all the regions can then be centralized much easier because they have no power to resist the forces of large states. Not only do people need an effective inner warrior but regions will need one as well. We need to act with intelligence to get us out of this ‘horns of a dilemma’ problem that could, if we are not intelligent, end our freedom.


Most of us see that centralization is mainly for political groups who want a total-control power-base although they - the people with power and a vested interest in maintaining it - say that it is economically sensible for us even though most peoples’ experience is that centralization is destructive to peoples’ social life and well-being. How can we communicate feelings to someone in a remote office well out of the area and who has no idea about what we are trying to explain? It can be argued quite simply that centralization is good for defense against aggressors but if we all start acting like intelligent people - seeing the actuality now in the present and not some glorified past or mythical future - then the need for the current expensive, wasteful and all-consuming defense will become minimal because aggressors will become a minority, then a memory.


It is really and basically a question of balance – movement toward living intelligently, in peace and partnership rather than in competition for the world’s resources which will leave the world, and most of the people depending on it, dead.


Politicians are not interested in a balanced, healthy and sane society. In 1726, nearly 300 years ago, Jonathan Swift wrote Gulliver’s Travels – a satire on English politics showing small-minded politicians, motivated by greed and self-aggrandizement, creating murderous wars for idiotic ‘reasons’. Nothing changes in politics. How long are we going to accept this destructive situation? Are we all crazy? Politicians do not want peace and prosperity for the people; they have proved this time and time again with their actions and utter disregard for the reasoning of intelligent people. They want nationalism. It gives politicians more power over we the people.


‘Politicians maintain nationalism for their own benefit.’


 - J Krishnamurti, Magnitude of the Mind, p8.


However, the cost for human-beings is enormous; our enslavement and the loss of our freedom.


Nationalism/patriotism – the costs


I take ‘nationalism’ to mean that the interests of a nation state are of more importance than the people 
who make up that nation state and ‘patriotism’ therefore means the subservience of the people to that nation. However, if this is true, and it seems to be at the moment, then people are defending borders that cause division between people. 


For instance, one person could say, ‘I am a Jew, therefore I am different to you. This is my country (and I will defend it to the death).’ Another person could say, ‘I am an Arab, therefore I am different to you. This is my country (and I will defend it to the death).’


The words, ‘Jew’, ‘Arab’, English’, ‘American’, ‘Chinese’, ‘Indian’ are merely labels – linguistic short-hand - but not the facts. The fact is: We are all people. Where are the labels ‘borders’? Are they real? Can they be seen on the ground or do they just exist in some limited minds? What makes people ‘different’? Nothing except what is in our minds. It is a figment of imagination, a conditioning, a belief and has no substance.


In certain cities in southern Spain – Granada (the Alhambra), Cordoba among others - Jews, Muslims, Christians existed side by side integrated in the community and this intermixing produced some of the greatest advances in history. It is the cross-pollenization from different cultures by face-to-face exchange and communication that produces the most vigorous offspring be it scientific, cultural, medical, artistic or intellectual.


People do not produce nationalism or patriotism. Politicians do this for their own ends. Nationalism and patriotism produce control, boundaries and conflict, which produce division and separation. It would be sensible if we, the people of this world, put an end to division and boundaries so that we can all communicate freely together and live together in peace.


While in Cyprus a few years after the ‘invasion’ of northern Cyprus by the Turkish army to protect Turkish people there from the killing (mainly by Greek youths fired-up by political manipulators19) and met quite a lot of Turkish people living in the south openly and among the mainly Greek population. I asked them how they felt and got on with the Greek people. The reply was always, ‘We’ve lived like this for generations, why shouldn’t we get on together with other people; we’re all the same. It’s the politicians.’ The Greek people I met said the same thing. People, generally, are pragmatic 
and sensible.


Only connect20


Unfortunately, the nationalism produced by powerful, self-centered, myopic (when it comes to the common good) politicians has a powerful tool at its disposal. Technology is very advanced with its ‘smart’ bombs (if ever there was an oxymoron than summed up stupid technology this is it), surveillance equipment, radio-controlled planes that can fly into buildings, drop bombs on people indiscriminately and kill so-called ‘terrorists’ in remote villages, manufactured viruses that can be introduced via infected animals or simply sprayed into the air to make whole populations of people ill or kill them. Atomic bombs, vacuum bombs, cluster bombs - the list of technology designed by people with cancerous inner warriors to kill other people without power is endless and growing every day.


‘Nationalism with its technology is going to destroy man.’

What makes a person get involved with this at any level is beyond the comprehension of a sane person. This behavior is shameful and yet it goes on and on and on. We are all responsible for this; are we all insane?


An example of our insanity


No person who looks at our world society today can deny that our world is over-populated. Food production relies on finite resources – oil-based chemicals; the rich nations waste food and resources while people in poor nations starve to death. We use the Earth’s resources without thought and soon there will be none left. Put simply, there are far 
too many of us existing on too little and consuming too much without thought for the future.


The sensible solution would be to educate people about this so that we all work in co-operation to reduce population growth to sensible and supportable levels by personal restraint. This has done in China (although in an authoritarian way and with some appalling results such as the rejection of female children and placing them in orphanages or worse) but I am looking from a longer perspective on the problem of over-population. So, as intelligent people, what do we do or what do we allow small groups to do?


It has often been said that wars (the last resort of people behaving unintelligently) keep the population down and this might explain why guns, armaments, explosives are easily available and in such profusion but maybe this doesn’t reduce the population enough for some of the rich and powerful groups? Maybe they have started to consider other ways of reducing we the people who make 
up the world population? Viral disease has always been a great reducer of population, the plague; the ‘Black death’, ‘Spanish flue’ after the first world war have all killed more people than any war and much more cheaply than a war.


It is becoming obvious to some people that a form of eugenics, also known now as ‘ethnic cleansing’ (another abuse of language to make it seem less obnoxious) killing massive numbers of people – our family of humankind - will solve the problem. Hitler’s acolytes used this but it involved individual people killing other people directly.


Consider the results if, a group of rich and powerful people decide to use eugenics, ethnic cleansing – call it what you will – to vastly reduce the world population – us, our families, friends - for their own aggrandizement, using something so small that no-one can see it and acts like a disease?


Unfortunately, most people do not care. They simply live their lives like proverbial lemmings rushing 
over a cliff. The few who do see this are horrified but what can we do against the groups who do this? There are many of us at the moment but there only a few of them even though they believe that they have all the power.


The role of free communication


If we, the masses of people who inhabit this potentially beautiful planet that we all share and should be looking after, want to improve our society then we need to be able to communicate freely with each other. It is imperative that we maintain the freedom of the internet so that people can communicate with people anywhere in the world at any time. This freedom is being eroded by the rich and powerful every day. They want to censor, control, curtail free use of the internet: the major commercial, closed-source, software operating system companies, the major commercial search-engine companies; large companies who want to control what we can and what we cannot look at or hear freely21. Groups with a vested interest in suppressing free, uncensored information exchange are all pressurizing governments to restrict freedom of speech on the WWW. This is happening now in China, it is starting in the United States of America and in the European Community (the European State).


Many commercial internet companies invade users’ computers with scripts to collect personal information and also control what they can and can’t see and this is an infringement of computer users’ privacy. ‘Cloud’ computing allows all the data to be held in a centralized location and this is vulnerable to misuse and abuse by any group with power22.


There is, sadly, much more if you take the time to look. However, I don’t want this book to be too negative as negativity attracts negativity (in thoughts not in science). Anyone taking the time to look and really see what is happening will see the shocking truth – that we the people of this finite planet are having our freedoms eroded, our rights as human beings taken from us at an alarming rate and yet most people in our world society do nothing. Fortunately and positively, the few of us who are aware of the clear and present danger are enough to solve this problem – if we put our minds to it.


External revolutions


However, many peoples’ first response is to start a revolution but as we have seen time after time revolutions never work simply because it is an external event, an external thing that is attempting to change society from both the top down and the outside and, at the same time, dismissing the real, living elements of society – you, me, us, we the people of the Earth.


The revolution I am focusing on and putting forward for consideration will only become apparent by the change in the people, the way each one of us thinks, lives, behaves in relationship with others and the world that we all should and will share 
equally.


Real Revolution – the only revolution


I am not writing of public revolts - the bloody revolutions of the mindless mob - but the only one that can ever work; our own personal revolution, a revolution in the mind that is quiet, bloodless, legal and positive. We, the people, are the only beings who can change society because we are society.


Reforms are stupidity in action. If we reform something all we do is move pieces of the old around. We move the old furniture around the room but the room still consists of the same old, tired junk. Reforms are a politician’s little game to make unthinking people believe that the politicians with power over us are doing something good for us when, in fact, they are maintaining the status quo for themselves. Reform is like painting the exterior of an old house using white-wash, while it is raining. It can never be finished and the paint merely covers the cracks and only for a short time.


True revolution can only happen in you reading this book now – quietly, simply, in your mind. You will not be alone.

It is essential that we keep the internet free for open and free mass communication. The internet was initially devised so that people could communicate with people. Since then it has been or is in the process of being taken over by large corporations, the news media, the film industry, entertainment and political organizations among others. These large groups want the internet for themselves and we the people are being squeezed out.


As a tool for communications among people it is probably the best method  that we have ever had. We can freely exchange ideas, methods of doing practical things - learning about disease, medicine, farming, how to do technical things around the home and countless other things to promote practical knowledge - and also share information about groups who behave badly – who pollute our Earth for greed and profit, start wars to control people and grab the raw materials of that country, politicians behaving badly and who want to control us.
